Some Drop Off Reminders: 
 

Access to the school property is available from bot h 
Sunset and Francis Streets.   
 

When entering from Sunset Street , follow the fire lane and pull as far forward 
as possible.  Students should exit your vehicle only when you have reached the 
sidewalk in front of the drop off area.  You can exit the property by continuing 
around the circle which will take you back to Sunset Street; OR you can pro-
ceed north, then east, through the parking lot and exit onto Francis Street. 
 
When entering from Francis Street , use the north entrance ONLY.  Proceed 
through the parking lot to the lane closest to the building and move forward in 
the line as far as possible.  Students may exit your vehicle at the west end of 
the building and walk to class “boxes” in the waiting area.  To exit, you MUST 
proceed north, then east, through the parking lot and exit onto Francis Street. 
 
Staff members are on duty starting at 7:40AM, both on the sidewalk and inside 
the fence, to monitor students while they wait.  Classes will begin entering the 
building by 7:55AM.  Students arriving after 8:00AM are considered tardy and 
will need to stop by the front desk to sign in and receive a slip.   

CSAP Information Coming Home on Friday 
 

Dear Parents:   
 

This week you will receive a copy of your child’s CSAP scores in reading, writ-
ing and math (if they attended 3-8 grades during 09-10).  Students who were in 
grades 5 & 8 during 09 - 10 year took the Science CSAP test as well. All stu-
dents in grades 3 - 8 take the CSAP test and due to the smaller number of chil-
dren at each grade level at TPCA, each student’s individual results impacts the 
overall school percentage. TPCA has added over 250 students and moved to a 
different location during this expansion time period in the school’s short history. 
While we are pleased in several instances with the results during this time of 
transition at TPCA, we know that it will take a combined effort from all of us to 
reach the levels we know we are capable of attaining.  
 

A full color Executive Summary pdf of our CSAP results is available by request 
and a current Executive Summary pdf is in the front lobby for public viewing.
